A Word About Daily Routines: A daily routine will create
an environment in which children can experience a variety of planned
and unplanned (yet intentional) activities. Children thrive under a
balance of active and quiet times. Offer children a variety of learning
experiences that include individual, small and large group settings.
Within each of these settings, invite children to determine how long
you explore each activity and in what ways the activity evolves.

Experience Preschool activities offer approximately three hours of
intended instruction each day. We suggest extensions and activities
to carry you through free play and extended day schedules. Our
recommended schedule is for a full day, but please adapt as
necessary to fit your time and children.
